SC15101 Science and Technology 1 Learning Area of Science and Technology
Grade 5 Time 120 hours

This course is a study of scientific learning. Students will study the structure,
characteristics, appropriate adaptations of organisms in each habitat, the relationship between
living organisms and living organisms and the relationship between living organisms and non-
living organisms, the role of food chain and the functions of organisms that are producers and
consumers in the food chain. They will study the inherited traits that are transmitted from
parents to offsprings of plants, animals, and humans, which have their own similarities to
their parents. They will study the change of state of matter and chemical change, the
method to find the resultant force of several forces in the same direction acting on an object,
frictional force measured using a spring balance, diagramming of propagation of sound waves,
high and low noise generation, experimental design and description of loud noise and low
noise and measurement of sound level using a sound-level meter to find solutions on noise
pollution. They will differentiate planets and stars from the scale model and use a star chart
to identify and locate constetlations and stars in order to indicate the sources of water. They will
specify actual amount of water available for human use, guidelines for economical use of
water and water conservation. They will designate a model of the circulation of water of the
condensation process among cloud, fog, dew and frost from the model and as well as the
cloud development from rain, snow and hail. They will use logical reasoning to solve
problems, explain work description, predict outcomes from simple problems, design and
write simple program by using software or media, detect errors and fixing them. They will
work with others to assess data credibility, collect data and present data and information
implementing software and various types of online services.

This course is designed to use the scientific process of inquiries, audit survey,
comparative data from empirical evidence and discussion resulted in knowledge creation,
ideas and better understanding. Students will be able to communicate effectively and
develop decision-making skills.

SC16101 Science and Technology 6 Learning Area of Science and Technology

Grade » Time 120 hours

This course is a study of scientific learning. Students will study the nutrients, benefits
of types and functions of nutrients, nutrition needs differ with gender and age including food
safety, a digestive system model, the organs in the digestive system, digestion and absorption
of nutrients, the importance of the digestive system, the organs maintenance for the digestive
system in normal functions. They will study the methods of separation of mixtures by picking,
sifting, magnetization, pouring, filtration and sedimentation. They will find solutions related to
separation. They will study the effect of an electric force generated by an abrasive objects,
the components, types of electrical circuit, circuit diagram of the series and parallel circuit
connection, the limitations of shadow with an Umbra and Penumbra, using the ray diagrams
and the chart of the eclipse phenomenon and lunar eclipse and the development of space
technology used in everyday human life. They will study the process of igneous formation,
sedimentary and metamorphic rocks based on the rock cycle model, importance of rocks
and minerals in everyday life , a model of fossil record evidence formed by land winds, sea
winds and monsoons affect the occurrence of monsoons in Thailand, the effects of floods,
coastal erosion, landslides, earthquakes, tsunamis, as well as the effects of natural disasters
and earthquakes, solutions and protections of natural disasters, a model of the occurrence
of the greenhouse effect, human activities added greenhouse gases which have caused
climate change on hailstorms.
